The Lake Eunice Township board held its monthly meeting at the town hall on October 11th, 2025 at 7:00 pm.    Jerry Johnson and Heather Anderson were not in attendance for the meeting.  Ann Hixson took the meeting minutes.  The minutes from September 2025 was reviewed.  The meeting minutes were approved by a motion by Wayne Jacobson and seconded by Ed Clem.  The board reviewed the treasurer report.  The treasurer report was approved with Al Bergquist making the first motion and Ed Clem approving.
Ed Clem received an email from Jim Olson, Becker County Engineer about the approach on Hienmark Road-associated with the gravel pit.  They would like to make a change the location in the approach. This change will also lower this road at the cost of Prairie Lakes LLC and offer two approaches for the future housing development.  Also, the signs being put up on Heinmark Rd are not for the Prairie Lakes gravel pit trucks.  That needs to be done by Prairie Lakes LLC.  Julie Nelson and Dennis Smithwick were present to be available for updates on this project.   They are changing the plat and changing the approach to the north to the hill on Heinmark to address the site distance.  
The townhall roof needs to be replaced.  Jason Rosing has a proposal from Lund Roofing for $9200 to get this completed this year.  The tree next to the townhall also needs to come down.  The board approved these two projects with Ed Clem making the motion and Al Bergquist seconding.  
The fall grading is done.
The board discussed the Local Road Improvement Grant for Pearl Lake Road.  Ed Clem advised that he has been in contact with Jim Olson, Becker County Engineer, and they are working on it.  Ed Clem will ask for the prior years grant from Heather Anderson when she returns.  Detroit Lakes Bus Garage complained about this road; it was washed out and bumpy.  It has now been graded. 
Ann Hixson updated the board about the IRS.  She advised that she is going to start mailing the 941’s and skip the $74 charge from the CPA to do so.  
The hammerhead on Pearl Lake will be completed in November per Wayne Jacobson.  
The November meeting will be changed to November 18th, 2025.  Heather Anderson will do the posting.
