Mike Reep was present representing the Midnight Riders Snowmobile Club. He asked if there were any concerns
with the weekend ride. Lloyd Kohler reported that there were over 20 violations of snowmobilers riding across his
alfalfa field. The DNR issued citations and fines. Some discussion of groomer issues on the snowmobile trails and
the piles of snow left on private driveways.
